What a great way to raise money by 

donating our service to others! Addition-

ally, we hope to acquire corporate sponsors 

for this event — we will advertise them on 

our web page and in our publications as 

partnering with us. We so desire to be a 

school that provides a Christ-centered edu-

cational opportunity for all those who wish 

to attend regardless of their economic 

status. With this is mind, as mentioned, 

proceeds will go toward building our 

Scholarship Fund and help with facility 

expansion.
