Required Information from the Washington State 

Department of  Health 

Schools in Washington are required to provide information on meningococcal disease, as well as Hu-
man Papillomavirus (HPV) to parents or guardians of all students entering Grades 6ï12. 

HPV is a very common virus, found in and transmitted by both men and women. Most people with 
HPV have no signs or symptoms. Some types of HPV can cause cervical cancer. The HPV vaccine, 
Gardasil, protects against four types of HPV, but not all types. For more information on HPV, its vac-
cine, and cervical cancer, please see the following websites: Centers for Disease Control & Prevention 
(www.cdc.gov/std/hpv), Washington State Department of Health (www.doh.wa.gov/cfh/immunize/
documents/hpvvaccinefactsheet.pdf), American Social Health Association (www.ashastd.org), or 
American Cancer Society (www.cancer.org). 

Meningococcal disease is a serious infection of the brain (meningitis) and blood caused by a type 
of bacteria. Fortunately, this life-threatening infection is rare ð only about 75 people are infected 
each year in Washington. Adolescents and young adults are more likely to get meningococcal disease, 
especially those living in group settings, like college dorms. 

A vaccine is available that can protect your child against the most common types of bacteria that 
cause meningococcal disease. One dose of meningococcal vaccine is recommended for all adolescents 
ages 11ï12 years as part of their pre-teen health check-up. The vaccine is also recommended for all 
adolescents ages 13 through 18 who have not previously been vaccinated. College freshmen living in 
dorms are at increased risk for meningococcal disease and should get vaccinated before starting col-
lege if they didnôt get the vaccine at a younger age. The meningococcal vaccine is not required for 
school or college attendance.  

Here are some other ways to prevent the spread of meningococcal disease:  
 
Å Practice good hygiene (regular hand washing, covering coughs and sneezes, etc.) 
Å Do not share items such as eating utensils, glasses, cups, water bottles, drinks, lip gloss, or 

toothbrushes, because they may spread meningococcal disease and other bacteria and viruses.

Shoe box  
Use an empty shoe box 
(standard size, please) or a 
small plastic container. You 

can wrap the box (lid separately), but 
wrapping is not required. Pray for the 
child who will receive your special gift. 

Boy or Girl?  
Determine whether your gift will be for a boy or a girl, and the 
childôs age category: 2ï4, 5ï9, or 10ï14. You can print out  
labels from the Samaritanôs Purse website at https://www 

.samaritanspurse.org/images/occ_art/BoyGirlLabels.pdf, or get them from a 
student council member. Mark the correct age category on the label, and 
tape the label to the top of your box. 

Fill with Gifts  
Fill the box with a variety of gifts that will bring delight to a child. The following are gift ideas: 

Toys: small cars, balls, dolls, stuffed animals, kazoos, harmonicas, yo-yos, jump ropes, 
small Etch A Sketch®, toys that light up or make noise (with extra batteries), Slinky®, etc. 

School Supplies:  pens, pencils and sharpener, crayons or markers, stamps and ink pad sets, writ-
ing pads or paper, solar calculators, coloring and picture books, etc. 

Hygiene Items: toothbrush, toothpaste, mild bar soap (in a plastic bag), comb, washcloth, etc. 

Other: hard candy and lollipops (please double bag all candy), mints, gum, t-shirts, socks, ball caps, sunglasses, hair 
clips, toy jewelry, watches, flashlights (with extra batteries) 

A Personal Note: in a separate envelope, you may enclose a note to the child and a photo of yourself or your family. (If 
you include your name and address, the child may write back.)
