5. For years we have fielded
inquiries about whether or
not we are going to estab-
lish & junior high program.

6. We have a desire and a
recognized need to influ-
ence this age group of this
generation.

7. Establishing a junior high
would provide us with
economic advantages.

As we move through the
spring, please let people know
about the high school as well
as the new 7" and 8™ grade
program. We are looking to
rebound in our enrollment next
year. We believe that God has
called VCHS to truly impact
lives. It is our desire that these
students are prepared excel-
lently for the call that God has
on their lives. Please be in
prayer for the remainder of this
year and the plans for next fall.
