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A Note from Mr. DelGrosso, our Student Teacher 

 

Some of you may have already heard about me being a 

part of Mr. Davis’ classes, so I thought I would take 

this opportunity to introduce myself. My name is 

Brandon DelGrosso and I am currently serving at Van-

couver Christian as Mr. Dan Davis’ student teacher. I 

am currently doing a full-day student teaching situa-

tion as the last chapter of my MA program so the stu-

dents I will encounter the most will be sophomores in 

U.S. History and seniors in Contemporary World 

Problems. However, I will encounter a few more of 

your students through the 1 Corinthians Bible class 

and P.E. I have already been in the classroom since the last week of January 

and I am really excited to continue to be with your students until the middle of 

May, when I will graduate. I will be doing a part of the teaching for each of 

these courses and participating with Mr. Davis in the learning process through-

out the entire 15 weeks. 

I am currently studying my Master of Arts in Teaching at Multnomah Univer-

sity where I received my placement at Vancouver Christian with Mr. Davis. Van-

couver Christian has been very gracious in allowing me to participate in their 

school and take part in your students’ lives. I am already learning from Mr. Davis, 

Mr. Miller, and many of the others teachers that I have had the opportunity to ob-

serve and pray with every morning. I gladly thank all the VC staff and faculty who 

have taken part in helping me get started in my teaching career, especially Mr. 

Davis. I received my BA from the Univ. of Colorado-Colorado Springs in History 

and I also am currently working on my Master of Arts in Biblical and Theological 

Studies as well at Western Seminary which is giving me the Biblical training that I 

desire to have in order to teach at a Christian school. 

In a few weeks I will get a chance to teach my work sample, a two-week unit 

that I have to design, implement, and assess, to the seniors in the CWP class. We 

are going to spend two weeks dissecting the current issue in the United States of 

immigration. I plan to spend time helping them understand it from an economic, 

political, historical, and biblical perspective so that they can be well informed about 

the topic and eventually be prepared to stand for what they believe in and why. I do 

not plan to suggest any particular view on immigration but to present the facts and 

ideas to the class and let them sort out for themselves how best, as Christians, to 

become a part of the current dialogue. It should be a very interesting two weeks of 

discussion leading up to an eventual debate about the issue. 

I really want to partner with you in this learning process and I am excited about 

the opportunity to come alongside many of the conversations you probably have 

already had with your student about his/her faith. I hope the students will come 

home and interact with you about their own beliefs, and I hope they spark many 

fruitful conversations at home.
