Her talk was on 

her undergraduate research 

concerning the extinction of 

the giant deer, also know as 

the Irish elk, one of the larg-

est deer species that ever 

lived.

$30,000 annual stipend for 

each of three years, and an 

addit ional $10,500 is 

awarded for each of the three 

years to the University of 

Utah to help cover tuition 

and other expenses.
